Call to Order:  Meeting was called to order by Chairman Ingalls at 4:00pm.  

Approval of Agenda: 
Commissioner Green moved to approve the April 12, 2017 agenda. Commissioner Ellingson seconded.  Motion was called with a unanimous vote to approve the April 12, 2017 agenda. 

Public Comment:  No public in attendance.
Action Items:

1. Consent Agenda

Commissioner Ellingson moved to approve the 4/12/2017 consent agenda.  Commissioner Green seconded.  Motion was called with a unanimous vote to approve the 4/12/2017 consent agenda.

Discussion Items: 

1. Port Security Grant Update – Vendor Selection Chief Griffin provided a handout detailing specifications for a boat under the Port Security Grant. The GSA vendor, Metal Craft Marine, is located in both New York and Canada and have built many good boats. The City of Seattle has purchased two of their boats and have been satisfied with both. The second GSA vendor, North River Boats, is located in Oregon and came in at a lower bid price of $321,000. The next step is for the board to approve entering into a contract with North River Boats. Chief Griffin strongly recommends selecting North River Boats as the builder of this boat. We will need $110,000 out of reserves to meet the grant match and taxes. In addition, we will also need to purchase a boat house and research moorage fees.
Commissioner Ellingson moved to authorize Chief Griffin to enter into a contract with North River Boats under the GSA grant, subject to the boards’ final approval. Commissioner Green seconded.   Motion was called with a unanimous vote to authorize Chief Griffin to enter into a contract with North River Boats under the GSA grant, subject to the boards’ final approval.
2. Resolution 17-06 Ambulance Re-chassis Sole Source D/C Peterson explained that the previous resolution, which had indicated three vehicles for re-chassis, was an error.
Commissioner Ellingson moved to approve resolution 17-06 ambulance re-chassis sole source.   Commissioner Green seconded.  Motion was called with a unanimous vote to approve Resolution 17-06 ambulance re-chassis sole source.

3. Resolution 17-07 Surplus Equipment – SCBAs D/C Peterson explained that our new SCBA’s that were purchased thru a grant are now in service. We would like to declare the old ones as surplus. There may be some value selling the RIT packs, he will research that further.
Commissioner Ellingson moved to approve resolution 17-07 surplus equipment - SCBAs.   Commissioner Green seconded.  Motion was called with a unanimous vote to approve Resolution 17-07 surplus equipment - SCBAs.

Commissioner Ellingson: Next month we need to file for the Kitsap County Fire District #18 Board of Commissioner positions, both Commissioner Sullivan and I are up for re-election. Every month when I review vouchers I look for late fees. I have been working with Wendy to identify and transfer those bills to the credit card to avoid any fees.

Deputy Chief Peterson: The engines have been in service for over a month, our citizens and crews are very happy with them. We saved some money by having bulk petroleum delivered to us. Also, we received our license to purchase dyed fuel saving additional money.

ASM/HR Alkire: Thanked the board members for filing the PDC report in a timely manner.
Chief Griffin: We went to the KRMG meeting this morning, and were shown that our experience rating is a zero for our liability insurance. Chief Griffin provided a letter from the Kitsap County Fire Marshal’s Office regarding the inspection program.
