Call to Order:  Meeting was called to order by Vice Chairman Milton at 4:00 pm.  

Approval of Agenda: Commissioner Ellingson moved to approve the February 8, 2017 agenda.  Commissioner Sullivan seconded. Motion was called with a unanimous vote to approve the agenda. 

Public Comment:  No public in attendance.

Executive Session: Pursuant to RCW 42.30.110(1)(g), at 4:03pm Vice Chairman Milton called for a 15-minute executive session to review the performance of an employee; at 4:18 he extended the executive session for 5 minutes. At 4:23 pm Vice Chairman Milton closed the executive session and re-opened the public meeting. No decisions were made.
Action Items:

1. Consent Agenda
As there was a slight revision to the January 25th minutes, the consent agenda was divided into two subjects, 1/25/17 minutes and vouchers.  The following motions were made:

Commissioner Ellingson moved to approve the January 25, 2017 minutes as revised.  Discussion:  there was a request to delineate the discussion that occurred after the executive session by starting a new paragraph and noting that concurrence with the proposed measure occurred in the open public meeting.  Commissioner Sullivan seconded. Motion was called with a unanimous vote to approve the January 25, 2017 minutes as revised. 

Commissioner Ellingson moved to approve February 8, 2017 vouchers as presented.  Commissioner Sullivan seconded. Motion was called with a unanimous vote to approve the February 8, 2017 vouchers as presented. 

Discussion Items:  

1. Drainage Project Update: D/C Peterson explained that due to the recent snow, there was a delay with the geological survey of the back parking area. The front parking lot repair has made a significant difference: even with all the recent inclement weather, it has remained dry.
2. Engine Surplus Update:  D/C Peterson reported he has conducted some research with various venders to get an idea of the value of the fire engine that was approved for surplus. There were also a couple advertisements for like engines that he reviewed. He also contacted our pump testing vendor who gave a $10,000 - $12,000 estimate. With the Board’s permission, he would like to contact Mason County Fire Department and notify them of the determined value of this surplus engine. The Board concurred.
3. Staffing Chief Griffin stated that there is a flu epidemic that has spread around the department and it seems to hit people a couple of times. 
Informational Items: 
1. Financial Report Chief Griffin discussed the year end budget that was underspent by $146,000, which has not yet been finalized by the county. We also stayed well under our minimum staffing overtime budget. Chief Griffin stated that Washington State has approved an ambulance service license to Faulk Ambulance to serve our area. 
2. Marine Grant Chief Griffin stated that as the board has authorized moving forward with finding a boat under the marine grant, we have found a company under the GSA bid which is well known. Seattle Fire has purchased a couple boats built by the company, and were pleased with both the quality of the vessels and the company’s customer service. Chief Griffin closed by noting the committee is excited to begin the process.
Commissioner and Staff Comments: 

D/C Peterson: We are working through the final punch list on the new engines, representatives from Cummins were here to take care of a few minor warranty items. He closed by saying it is time to get back on track with the portico repair project.
Sue Gibbs: I would like to thank Lise for doing the meeting minutes in my absence. 

Chief Griffin: Addressed the recent loss of Sue’s loved one, Rocky.
Public Comment:  None.
